BODY/ATHLETICISM: Good length. Thin, needs to add weight and strength (15-20 lbs). Not very quick, but has some explosiveness. He is a sneaky good athlete. Good leaper, will surprise with how he can get up. He will not shy away from trying to dunk on anyone at the rim either.
SHOOTING: Nice shooting stroke. Fundamentally sound. It is a slower shooting process and he might struggle to get off shot in space. He is a 3 point specialist 41%, very good c/s as well. Very good free throw shooter at 87%, and gets to the line almost 5 times a game. Doesn’t use m/r too often and might need to at the next level. 
POSITION OFFENSE: He is a combo guard. Needs to tighten his ball handling some. See’s the court extremely well 4 apg. Very effective in the p/r. Can make tough passes, or slip passes between two defenders when running the p/r. Doesn’t hold the ball long. Makes quick decisions and gets rid of the ball. Needs to work more on creating space for his own shot. This will change once his handle improves, which it will need to, to play point. He could be more aggressive in getting his own shot at times. He needs to be more assertive and force his impact on the game. 
DEFENSE/REBOUNDING: Solid on ball defender but he needs to improve strength. His lateral quickness needs to improve as well. His length is what really makes him a solid defender. He covers a lot of ground and can get out on open shooters well. He plays passing lanes very well too 1.4 spg. Good rebounder at 3.8 reb., but he should be rebounding at a higher rate due to his teams lack of size. He needs to improve on his physicality down low.
MISCELLANEOUS: All time leader for 3 pointers made in a single season and in a career at Northeastern.  First Team All CAA in 2016. He has an elite stroke from downtown and possess’ an innate ability to pass the ball to open teammates. He continues to prove that he can do more than just shoot 3’s. He has real length and athleticism that will translate at the next level.

OVERALL RATING: Walker is a fringe 2nd prospect for the 2016 NBA draft. He performed well in the Reese’s All Star game. He played well in Portsmouth as well. He will garner summer league invites and could eventually be a steal if he goes undrafted. He looks like a solid NBA D-League player.
