SHOOTING: Good form, rotation and arc. Decent lift. Solid free throw shooter 80%. Can make the NBA 3. Shoots 36% from 3. Good c/s and pull-up 3. 
POSITION OFFENSE: See’s passing lanes extremely well 7.1 apg. See’s the whole floor well. He is a very good passer on the break and understands when to get rid of the ball resulting in players scoring. Has a high basketball IQ. Plays under control. Could be more selfish when driving the lane, sometimes he passes up short range shots to kick out for teammates. Gets in the lane easy. Has a sturdy handle not spectacular. Finishes well in the lane, below the rim. Draws a lot of contact when driving. Has good isolation skills. Likes freezing the defender and either pulling up, or using his jab step.
DEFENSE/REBOUNDING: Solid on ball defender. Has quick active hands 1.6spg. Moves his feet well. Will be an adequate defender in the pro’s. Solid rebounder at 4.4reb. Would average more but his teammates get a lot of rebounds so there is not as many to go around. Uses his frame well to box out. Will not rise over anyone for rebounds.
MISCELLANEOUS: Green was 2016 CAA Player of the Year. Has a good feel for the game. He sets up his teammates for open shots often. Very unselfish player. He could be more aggressive at times. His skill set transfers to the NBA or D-league.
OVERALL RATING: Green is on the NBA radar. He could also go undrafted. Someone would really have to like him to get drafted and it would be late 2nd round. He has an NBA skill set and would do well in the D-league.
