BODY/ATHLETICISM: Big, wide body (upper and lower). Very strong. Does not have great quickness. Could gain a lot of weight if he doesn’t take care of his body.
Lacks quickness. Runs the floor adequate for his size. Average athlete. Does not jump very well. Will finish plays with dunks only when not contested.
SHOOTING: Has a soft shooting touch from deep or m/r. Not a ton of arc but decent rotation. He has a chance to develop NBA range, but he just developed good success from the college 3 this year. He needs to develop some post moves ie. hook shots or fade-aways. Solid free throw shooter at 72%. 

POSITION OFFENSE: Has the ability to hit an open 3 pointer. He needs to work some p/pop or p/r into his game. He sets ok screens, but his huge frame should be utilized for more screens. He mainly just gets position in the post and gets fed the ball there. When getting position he let his defender force him a little to far out of the post (this could have been because Mo Alie-Cox (VCU) is an elite post defender.) When he did get the ball in the post he used a fake and would try and use an up and under or pivot too much. He needs to just use his body and go up strong the first time. He lacks quickness in his post moves but he is still a lot to deal with against smaller defenders. If he ever got deep post position he either finished or got fouled. He is almost automatic when deep in the post, just due to his body mass. He desperately needs to work on hook shots with both hands. He relies too much on just over powering guys. If he develops more skill post moves he would be a nightmare down low. He has to work on making quick decisive decisions with the ball in the paint.
DEFENSE/REBOUNDING: Average on ball defender and p/r defender. He may struggle at the next level in p/r defending due to lack of quickness and ability to recover. He is a very good interior defender. He forces players off the post and his size alone alters shots. He is not a shot blocker. He lacks the quick jump explosion and timing to do so. If he blocks any shots its on guards driving the lane or players trying to draw fouls. Very solid rebounder at 8.4 reb. He boxes out very well and does not let any force him out of position. If the rebound goes around him either he gets it or someone else, but it will not be his man. Takes up a lot of room down low. 
He secures his rebounds with both hands.

MISCELLANEOUS: Originally from Copenhagen, Denmark. Went to high school at Montrose Christian (MD) with Justin Anderson (Dallas Mavs) and Michael Carrera (South Carolina) and others. Was named A10 most improved player as a sophomore in 2014. Larsen can shoot it pretty well for a big man and shows potential to be a p/pop guy at the next level. He has elite size for a big man and he will be able to play the 4 or 5. George Washington just won the 2016 NIT.
OVERALL RATING: Larsen will be undrafted as he is not on any mock draft radar. He projects to be a solid NBA D-league player and maybe eventually a Euro League Starter or on an NBA roster eventually. He should garner some summer league interest.
