BODY/ATHLETICISM: Big upper body. Lower body not as thick or as strong. Has good length. Pro ready body. Decent athleticism for his size. Average leaper but could improve his explosiveness. 
SHOOTING: Solid jump shot with no mechanical issues. Has NBA range. Has made 100-236 3 pointers for 42%. 80% shooter from the free throw line, this should be closer to 85%. He is great in the c/s from the 3, but also excels in pull up or using screens to shoot. He also likes using the floater when in the lane.
POSITION OFFENSE: He is a flat out scorer. He is not extremely athletic but has a good first step. He uses his body well to draw contact and has the ability to finish with it as well. He needs to tighten his handle some because he might not be able to get by defenders that easy at the next level. He is a good isolation player and has a decent crossover either way. He likes using the step back jumper to the left. He is a very good 3 point shooter and he is relied heavily on by his team to carry the load. He see’s the court ok, but he may be needed to play some point at the next level and he will need to change his game to do so. Right now he mainly just focuses on getting buckets. He shoots over 8 3’s per game. He also has attempted 150 more shots than the next closest teammate.
DEFENSE/REBOUNDING: He is a solid on ball defender. He plays passing lanes well and uses his body well to keep players in front of him. Averages 1.4 stl. He needs to improve his agility and quickness and this will make his defending reach the next level. He is an average rebounder 2.6 reb. For his physicality and style of play he should average closer to 4-5 per game. 
MISCELLANEOUS: Johnson is an assassin from deep. He has improved his scoring averaged by 6 points this year. He needs to try and add some play making for his teammates to make him more valuable at the next level. Johnson shooting ability alone makes him intriguing for the NBA.

OVERALL RATING: Johnson has a chance to play in the NBA D-League. His style of play is better suited for that than Europe. He will find his way on a Summer League roster to try and prove himself.
