BODY/ATHLETICISM: Long and has good wingspan. Needs to get stronger. Could easily add 10-15 pounds without affecting his style of play. Average quickness, not very quick laterally. Good athlete, has some explosive leaping ability.
SHOOTING: Good c/s jumper. Has 3 point range (45%) and could get deeper. Has solid rotation and form. Shoots 50% overall from field. Only 69% from the free throw line but should improve. 
POSITION OFFENSE: He needs to improve his ball handling and isolation dribble moves. He is a natural slasher to the basket. He is at his best when driving the lane. He uses his length extremely well at the rim and finishes with dunks when possible. He is very good in the open floor on breakaways. He finishes breakaways with big dunks. He either drives the lane or spots up for set 3 point shots. He needs to work on some isolation moves that set up pull up jumpers. He has to add some type of m/r game to keep his defenders off balance. It would also be beneficial for him to work on coming off screens harder to show himself open in the m/r area. Average passer for his position. He could try and be more assertive on offense at times. 
DEFENSE/REBOUNDING: Needs to improve on ball defense. He does not have great lateral quickness therefore can be beaten off the dribble. He can recover with his length and will occasionally get a block (.9 blk). 
Plays passing lanes well 1.4 stl. Has potential to be a very good perimeter defender if he learns to use his length more. As of now he is a good perimeter defender. Good rebounder at 4.3reb. Can rise above and get rebounds in traffic. He does a good job crashing the boards on defense.
MISCELLANEOUS: In 2015, he played on Argentina’s National team in the FIBA Americas Championship. Needs to be more aggressive at times. He has an ability to really impact a game if he gets going. He is a solid 3 point shooter and has an elite ability to drive the lane at the college level. Both of his skills will transfer to pro ball. 
OVERALL RATING: He has shown some transferrable skills at the Portsmouth Invitational this year. He looks like he could garner summer league invites. His skill could be used overseas or even the NBA D-league. His ceiling would be a Euro League Starter. Playing well for his national team will greatly improve his stock overseas.
