BODY/ATHLETICISM: Long and lengthy for a small forward. Put on weight for his senior year, looks more filled out. Could still add more weight without hurting his abilities. Great athlete. High leaper, plays above the rim. Good quickness, quick feet.
SHOOTING: Solid shooting form, consistent release. Needs to work on his base. Sometimes he is off balance or leaning one way or the other. Has NBA range, but would be best as a corner 3 guy. Can be hot or cold from 3. Finishes well in paint. Solid free throw shooter 81%, improved every year.
POSITION OFFENSE: Traditional small forward player. Can do a little bit of everything. Needs to be more aggressive at times. Very effective when driving to the bucket. Not an isolation type player, unless driving straight to the basket. Has long strides when driving the lane, and likes to cradle the ball. Needs to add some midrange game to his repertoire. Runs the floor extremely well. Can score in the post when needed by using his quickness. At his best when shooting set shot 3’s or jab stepping to set up drives to the bucket. Elite athlete, and will look to finish plays with dunks. Will catch and finish alley oops with dunks. He also gets great lift when finishing at the rim if he isn’t dunking it. Needs to work on handle and iso moves.
DEFENSE/REBOUNDING: Extremely active defender. Very good perimeter, defender uses length and quickness to bother opponents. Plays the passing lanes extremely well. Has solid defensive awareness. Can block shots on weak-side help or by challenging jump shots 1.0 blk. Decent rebounder. Gets a good amount of traffic rebounds using his leaping ability. Could work more on being more physical on the block when boxing out. Relies on athleticism to rebound mostly.
MISCELLANEOUS: Extremely explosive athlete. Runs effortlessly. Excels on breakaways. Would excel in an up-tempo offense. Needs to work more on his ball handling and ball skills. In the past has not played as well against tougher competition. Could develop into a solid 3 and d guy (3 point shooter, good defender). Would also be a good corner 3 guy. Seems like a high character guy.
OVERALL RATING: Right now Layman is on the radar in the mid to late second round. His ceiling would be mid 2nd round. His skill set is a perfect fit for the NBA, and he has great size and athleticism. He would benefit from being stashed in the NBA D-league or playing overseas for a couple of years.
