BODY/ATHLETICISM: Decent size for a point guard. Average wingspan. Strong upper body. Strong frame. Decent athlete. Plays below the rim. Average leaper. More quick than fast. Has room to improve overall athleticism. 
SHOOTING: Consistent release and good follow through. Could use a little more arc on his jumpers. Nice clean rotation on the ball. Does not change his shot regardless of distance. Very strong base and gets good lift on jump shots. Deep range. Should not have much of a problem adjusting to the NBA 3. Likes using floaters in the lane. Very solid free throw shooter (86%)
POSITION OFFENSE: He is shooting more 3 pointers than last year. He needs to try and get back to driving the lane more often. He has really struggled with his jump shot this year. Good handle, but could be tighter. Sees the entire floor at all times. Has great vision. Always makes the right pass and can occasionally make the spectacular pass. Passes well while in the air while going to the basket (wrap around pass). Gets into the paint at will. Finishes very well with contact. Uses the backboard well with english on the finish. Extends his arms with the ball when driving (like James Harden) and draws a lot of fouls. At his best at the end of shot clock when he needs to make a play.
DEFENSE/REBOUNDING: He has good hands on defense causing deflections. Good on ball defender. May have problems against quicker guards. Lets quicker guys get in the lane too easily. Has some room for improvement on overall defense, but he is not a liability at all. He has really improved his overall defense this year. Good rebounder for a point guard. Does not get to involved on the glass however, due to his team having a dominant front-court. 
MISCELLANEOUS: Very high basketball iq player. Always making the right passes and plays. Plays within him self at all times. Very tough to keep from penetrating, will draw a lot of fouls. Uses a head jerk to exaggerate contact to get calls. Melo is very good at the end of the shot clock and makes a lot of high pressure shots. Very good offensive player with some room to grow on defense.
OVERALL RATING: Melo will be a first round draft pick in the NBA. How high he will go depends on how well he does to finish this season. His ceiling is in the middle of the first round. He could also fall out of the first round because he has struggled at times this year. He may benefit returning for his junior season. Should be able to have a long steady career. Potential all-star.
