BODY/ATHLETICISM: Long and thin. Could add 10 to 15 pounds of muscle. Very good athlete. Quick and good leaper.
SHOOTING: Shoots in front of his face a little bit. Good lift and rotation. Arc is good as well. Has NBA 3pt range. Shooting 47% from the field and 45% from 3. Very good catch and shoot 3pt. Likes pull up jumpers and step back jumpers. Shooting 74% ft, will improve and be around 75-80%
POSITION OFFENSE: Has a good handle. Very quick and nasty crossover in either direction. Can play some point, combo guard potential. Needs to play a little more under control when dribbling in traffic at times. See’s entire floor at all times. Very good passer 3.5apg, while playing both guard spots. Likes making no look passes. Very effective in isolation. Breaks down defender with dribbling. Will use crossover and blow by defender, or crossover to setup his step back jumper. Can score on the drive or coming off screens. Likes to play in open floor and start the break. Finishes very well on the break. Can finish with dunks and with acrobatic layups as well.
DEFENSE/REBOUNDING: Quick feet. Low base and good stance. Shows very good awareness. Communicates very well to teammates. Very active defender with active hands 1.3spg. Plays passing lanes well, great on ball and perimeter defender. Potential lockdown defender. Solid rebounder 3.6reb. Does not get involved often on rebounds, but has the ability to get some.
MISCELLANEOUS: Sometimes has a tendency to dribble too much. Unselfish player that likes to play tough hard nosed defense. Has the potential to play some point guard if needed. Needs to slow it down at times but that will come if he continues to play some point. Playing extremely well after leaving Duke. Seems well liked and a leader on the team. He has potential to be a good 3 and d player.
OVERALL RATING: Playing himself into being drafted. Showing he can play some point. Unselfish player, that likes to play defense which is rare in the NBA. Ceiling is mid 2nd round. He looks like he will go undrafted unless he has an impressive showing during march and at the P.I.T. if invited. The NBA D-league would suit him well.
