POSITION OFFENSE: Solid b/h. Needs to work on quick dibble moves and other skill moves. Doesn’t try to do anything fancy. Uses body to protect the ball. Runs the offense effectively. Plays composed and makes sure to set up plays. Does not force the issue. Has good court vision and makes the easy passes. Very good at penetrating the lane, quick first step. He attacks the rim well and draws contact at a high level. Needs to work on looking for his teammates when drives for kick out 3’s. Finishes well on the break, below the rim.
DEFENSE/REBOUNDING: Very active defender. Moves his feet well and keeps body in front. Good off ball as well. Active hands on ball handler, especially when driving. Plays passing lanes at a high level. Average rebounder for size. Stays out on perimeter for outlet pass.
MISCELLANEOUS: Very composed freshman PG. Shows a good feel for running the offense. Reluctant to shoot. Needs to work on his shooting from 3 and m/r so teams won’t expect him to just drive. Assists will come in time. Has the vision just gets a lot of “hockey assists” right now. Solid decision maker. Two way player.
OVERALL RATING: Second level Europe, Asia, Puerto Rico/South America. Has potential to be a very good PG in Europe.
